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Using Inventory Programs on VA Scanners

This document applies to version 5.4.0 and later versions of the application on the scanner. The version
number is shown at the bottom of the home screen. This document may be helpful with earlier versions
of the application although some screens may appear different.

There are several inventory programs pre-installed on the barcode scanners that work with AEMS/MERS,
Maxim and GIP. These programs are used in conjunction with KWedge to transfer data from the
scanner to the inventory application on your PC. They are as follows:

PRCPH - EXPENDABLE PHYSICAL COUNT--Records inventory of expendable items
PRCUS - EXPENDABLE USAGE--Records usage of expendable items

ENNX- NON-EXPENDABLE--Records inventory of non-expendable equipment
ENPM — PREVENTATIVE MAINTENANCE — Records maintenance of equipment
MAXIMO - NON-EXPENDABLE--Records inventory of non-expendable equipment

Additionally Scan Count Pro is included to help with processes that users are currently relying on pen and
paper to complete.

Note: CSV files cannot be opened like traditional files. Opening a CSV file by double clicking it runs the
risk of Excel formatting data incorrectly resulting in data loss. Below is an example of how double
clicking a csv file can cause unintended results.
